Research Project Written Assignment

Instructions:  Write a formal essay of 2000-2500 words (that's 8 - 10 pages!) detailing the life of an Asian scientist.  Your paper should include: 1) biographical information about the scientist (birthplace, birth date, where they performed the work they are known for, etc.), 2) a historical perspective on what was going on in Asia during the period that this person lived, 3) a description of their work, with sufficient background information that a non-scientist could follow along, 4) other information that you find pertinent to the research paper.  
Please follow the following source requirements when gathering materials for your research:
· OVERALL: at least 6 different sources

· At least 1 source must be a book

· At least 1 source must be an encyclopedia entry

· At least 1 source must be a magazine / journal article written by the scientist in question
· Each WWW source must be defended in terms of reliability

I expect that many sources will be hard to come by since most of these people are relatively unknown in America.  Talk to me if you have trouble finding the above sources.  To get started, I recommend starting with www.nobelprize.org, that is where I found most of the names in the first place.  Other web sources such as Google or Wikipedia may point you in the right direction as well.  
The paper is due on May 6, 2009.  You should begin your research now in case you need to order materials through interlibrary loan. The paper will be graded based on the following:
