VIII. New Business
A. Possible Regulations of Commencement Academic Regalia

Liedman: Reasons?

President: Regalia last year were a problem.  The ceremony started 15 minutes late because seniors shoed up to walk who shouldn’t have.  Some honor societies had new cords.  They want to regulate commencement more.  Good things would be who walks.  Bad things would be the non-allowing of regalia.  Faculty feels much more strongly about who walks and who doesn’t rather than regalia.

Vice President: Dean Jakoubek is not really concerned with regalia.

President: Dean Jakoubek was actually very surprised that regalia was an issue.

ZBT: Hard work deserves recognition.  Standards should be set that will not be disruptive to the ceremony.  I am in favor of students wearing cords.
