Monthly report for finance: We met with organizations yesterday.  Usually at beginning of month we give report on who’s been spending and who money was allocated to; I will also announce the next funding cycle.

There are four budget lines: General, Travel, Internal Printing, Office Supplies. 

Totals will be emailed out for each group.

All organizations that were allocated funds are required to meet with me to finish off the process.  You were given a financial acceptance letter: must accept/decline the money.  You have 48 hours to give to me or member of committee or the money is being put back into the budget.

VI. Committee reports – Reconvene: 6:52
a. Student Affairs Committee


(Joe) At Mellinger, the backdoor facing New Dorm does not have key swipe, so it’s hard to get in at night.  At Winbig, the stair closest to the parking lot on the top landing, there is a metal piece sticking up causing tripping. At Austin Hall, there is no way to lock the stall doors in the women’s bathroom on 2nd floor.  There has been a request for more lights on campus, specifically in Stockdale lot and Austin Hall. g. Information systems 


(Freddy) There was an article in the Courier about getting better Internet connection which is more of a long range project.  Perhaps it is something we can bring to the student body next year to see if they’re willing to pay extra for it.  I’ve had a lot of complaints from people with Apple computers having problems with the Internet.  I’ll look into it.  The Internet was down today, but it’s back up.

Kappa Delta Pi – There was a wire cut down in Aledo


Freddy – There has also been a problem with AIM and numerous complaints 


regarding connection on the West side of campus.  I’ll look into it.  

VII. Old Business

a. Illinois Board of Higher Education Student Advisory Committee

Matt: This was an issue brought up last meeting.  There was not a lot of info 


available at the time; Luis sent out info via email, but we’re also doing a 


short presentation. 


Luis: It involves community colleges, smaller colleges, liberal arts, state universities from all over state which meet more than once per year.  There are different committees: at one point the private school committee was once headed by MC.  The next meeting is in December at ISU (Bloomington-Normal).  I sent an email to the President of the organization to find out what we would have to do to get back in; has not gotten back to me.  I don’t see that it will be difficult to get back in.  What has been paid for in the past has been transportation, housing, and food.  It’s about 4-5 meetings per year.  We would need to find someone consistent to go who can dedicate that much time.  In terms for the growth of the school, it looks good.  Open for discussion.  Do we want to reinstate group?

SEA: What exactly is the problem? Takes too much of budget?  Is there another place 
we could get money?

Paige: We are to supposed to fund it constitutionally.

Matt: Also, we need a Senator who can give up three weekends.

AXD: I think that if we can get someone to commit and put effort in I think it’s worth 
it.  It could provide a lot of info.

Listen Up: How much would it cost?

Luis: $900-$1500 per year.  At the time this was active, it accounted for a 10th of 
budget.  It’s still sizable, but we have the capability.  

SEA: In the past, isn’t that about the chunk that hasn’t gotten spent?  Wouldn’t this 
allow us to actually use it?
Luis: You’re right.  It’s still not going to hurt the budget.  The average is about $2500 
that’s not being spent.
Listen UP: Have we gotten anything out of it?

Dean Condon: In the past, they were able to work through policy issues that have an 
effect on higher education.  We could have an effect on government issues and 
give opinions to private institution matters, then report back to ASMC. 

Listen Up: Do you think it’s good for MC?

Dean Condon: I think it’s a good amount of the budget, but it’s a good experience.  
Needs someone who wants to be involved.  There was a good point about the 
budget not being spent.  This is a good way to use that money to benefit MC.

Sam Thompson Society: Could the Education or Political Science department also 
help co-sponsor?

Dean Condon: That has not been the history, but we could ask.  There is nothing that 
prevents you from asking.  But constitution mandates that we are supposed to 
participate in it and pay for it.  You could have a referendum to remove that 
clause, but as of right now, we have to support it until that process happens.

SEA: Is there any way to make it an internship for student interested in student affairs 
or political science?  It would probably be good to get a credit for. 
Dean Condon: Again, there’s nothing to prevent you from asking that of a dept.  It’s a 
good experience and nothing to stop you from that.

SEA: If it was an internship, they’d be more inclined to go.

Dean Condon: You would have to find a department to value this as an internship 
experience.  

AXD: Do you think that this program makes the school seem more involved and get 
more connected?

Dean Condon: Absolutely.

ZBT: Has anyone stepped up to say that they have interest?  If there’s interest, we 
should keep committee going.  If not, we should remove it from the constitution.

Paige: We haven’t had a specific person as of yet to serve on this committee.  We 
were waiting on getting info to the Senate.

Luis: I agree with Sara (SEA) on the internship idea.  A department might be more 
likely to agree to make it an internship if we front the cash.  I also agree with 
Freddy (ZBT) because we need someone to step up to do it.  The credit idea 
would not happen right now, but in the future.

Listen UP: I move that the Executive board looks into making this an internship to 
see if it’s even possible. 
Harrison: We can’t do anything until we continue the motion to reinstate this group 
which is on the table.
AXD: I motion to table the reinstatement until next meeting. 2nd by SEA.  


Approve: 37 Opposed: 0 Abstain: 0 Motion carried – tabled until next

Vote on Executive board looking into the possibility of this position becoming an internship  Approve: 36 Opposed: 1 Abstain: 1
Matt: We will look into this and perhaps bring it to the President.

SEA: Ben was the eligible candidate.  Silvia was ineligible for election because she 
was off-campus.

AXD: Ben is a hard working person and he has shown dedication to Senate numerous 
times.

Sarah Davis (Conservative Coalition): She is a swimmer, a Freshman, very involved, 
serves at her church, and is excited about this.  She has a minister type position at 
Methodist church.
Motion SEA, 2nd Listen UP Approve: 17 Opposed: 1 Abstain: 19

Natalie Lister

Paige: Also a Freshman; was interested in getting involved in ASMC, but Liedman is 
competitive.  She’s also in band. 

Motion AXD, 2nd Crimson Masque Approve: 23 Opposed: 0 Abstain: 14
Committee approved

b. History Club

SEA: Is this in the right format?  There are no subsections, just bolded words.  
It’s confusing to read.  Articles 4 & 5 should be switched.  They should be called 
“Election of Officers” (Art. 4) and Art. 5 should simply be called “Officers.”  
Voice and Policies is somewhat the same thing, so it’s redundant.

Point of parliamentary question (ZBT): Are we supposed to be looking at 
grammatical errors?

Harrison: We have to make sure there are 5 sections, name of the group, election of 
officers, description of officers, removal of officers, and a way that anything not 
included is covered somehow.  

SEA: Isn’t the grammar supposed to be taken care of by the Executive board before 
presenting it to us?  Very confusing to read.

Harrison: We have to make sure that they have the conditions I mentioned previously 

and I looked at the grammar.

AXD: They fit the conditions, correct?

Harrison: Yes.

Motion AXD, 2nd Sam Thompson Society (Abstain: 5) - Motion carried.
c. Pre-law Club

Motion Founders Village, 2nd Accounting Society - Motion carried

d. Communication between the student and the school

Matt: This was an issue brought up by the Student Affairs Committee.  A lot of 
faculty, the business office and student affairs are having a problem getting a hold 
of students.  They’re trying to think of ways to get a hold of people like taking 
down cell phone numbers.  Also, they thought of maybe giving land line phones 
with answering machines in case people don’t bring them.

ZBT: Would this not be a job of the RAs? They are in charge of enforcing rules.

Matt: RAs are a middle man.  But sometimes teachers need to get a hold of someone.  
If there are no RAs around, who will get a hold of people?

Fulton Hall: I would like to point out that sometimes RAs are not always around 
because they are also students and the job already has enough duties. 

Circle K: I transferred to Monmouth College and my previous school had phones.  
Also, school would announce activities via mass email.

Kappa Delta Pi: One problem going through the RAs: even if they actually talk to 
the person, that person may not follow through.  I don’t feel it’s my duty to do 
that.

AXD: Maybe each dorm could have an answering service where pushing a number 
could get you to the person you need.  As far as RA: hard to convey exact 
message.  Not the same as coming from person of higher authority.

ZBT: Point of information: I don’t know what you mean by the school.  Is it 
professors that need to get hold of people? Hard to give info when we don’t know 
what the channels of info are supposed to be.

Matt: Any component of school – faculty, student affairs, business office…

Paige: Would this be used for notifying them of something or just announcements?

Matt: Technically both, but more so of getting a hold of them.  Say someone falls 
asleep for a test, faculty can call to wake person up.

North Hall: I agree with what everyone says about RAs.  It’s not their job.  It also 
would benefit students themselves if the school could facilitate some form of 
machine for getting a hold of people directly.

Conservative Coalition: This seems like the point of the email system we have 
already.  

Matt: If they absolutely need to get a hold of you, people don’t check their email for 
hours on end.

Conservative Coalition: It’s the students’ job to go to class.

Fulton Hall: I would like to point out that we are at an academic institution and we 
are here because we should want to go to class.  

Listen UP: I think this is a pointless thing for Monmouth College.  Faculty are given 
cell phones.  I don’t want the phone ringing for just a random message.

Move to bring back to Student Affairs Committee ending discussion – ZBT; 2nd 
Sigma Phi Epsilon Approve: 29 Opposed: 3 Abstain: 3

SEA: I have a question about mass mailings.  I was under the assumption that that 
was a big no-no.  What is going to be done about Up Til Dawn and their spectacle 
yesterday with the bills?  It was a huge waste of paper and some students thought 
they were real.  Will there be any repercussions?

Fulton Hall: I also received that and I knew what it was.  All you had to do was look 
at it.  

SEA: My problem is that they were given to random people; they were not given to 
specific people.  They have done this on multiple occasions when other 
organizations have been yelled at for the exact same reasons.  

Matt: If it’s what the Senate wants we can talk to them.

AXD: I’m on the board and we were not aware about this.  We were just building 
awareness to help these people.  If we did something wrong, then we’ll admit it 
and take the consequences.  We also will apologize.

Dean Condon: If anyone has concerns about the operations of the mail room, they 
should contact Dean Organzalek, who is in charge of mailroom operations.  There 
have not been formal repercussions for mass mailings put into mailboxes.  
So, 
anyone who has concerns – see Karen Organzalek whose office is in this building.

AXD: So organizations also cannot do mass email?

Dean Condon: The system does not handle 1500 mass emails well.  I believe it’s 
physically impossible.

Sam Thompson Society: Is there a certain amount that is considered mass?

Dean Condon: Groups of classes can be emailed.  The reason that it was brought up 
was that it was being done all the time with emails like, “I lost my wallet.”  You 
physically cannot email the entire campus.  Everyone is encouraged to use 
the bulletin board.
