-allocated money needs to be spent (last year $3000 dollars were not 


spent); if your event happens and the money is not spent, money will be 


pulled from you and put back into the fund; any questions – email me
Discussion of the Illinois Board of Higher Education- Student Advisory Committee
-Matt: Before we break into committees, there was an issue brought up by one of the 
Senators that we’re supposed to have an Illinois Board of Higher Education-
Student Advisory Committee per the constitution.  It has been inactive for at least 
two years.  Since Luis was here when it was active, he’s going to explain what it’s 
about.

-Luis: For those who do not know what I’m talking about – there is a standing 
committee that was brought to our attention that is in our constitution: the Illinois 
Board of Higher Education – Student Advisory found in Article 4, Section 7, 
Subsection v. of the constitution. It’s a statewide committee that pulls from universities all over IL (tends to be bigger schools).  In the past, we would send one to two people to this meeting. It would meet at the larger institutions. This committee was part of Student Senate, but none of the material pertained to us because we are a smaller school or we didn’t deal with the issues on this campus.  The decision was made three years ago that the committee would be disbanded. We would fund them within reason, but for one meeting it cost 10% of the budget – 60%  of 
the budget is already spent before we get it. As a way of freeing up funds, it was decided by the Senate to drop the committee (disband it). Under the new constitution, 
it was never omitted and was kept in – the previous two admininstrations continued to not use it.  I motion we do not revive this committee due to the money spent on the one meeting per year.
Discussion:

Crimson Masque – Can we amend it to get it out of the constitution?

Luis – We can; we would have to go through amendment procedure.  For the time being, if we kept it in there, it would have to be an issue every year.
Crimson Masque – If we have to do it every year, why keep it in?
Kappa Delta Pi – Are we sure this wouldn’t benefit the college?
Luis – It concerned issues that really do not apply to MC as a whole.
Sam Thompson – It would probably be best to keep optional at some point.

Luis – If it does get reinstated, we would have to keep voting on it unless there is an amendment.

Alpha Xi Delta – I suggest that we table it, look at what it does, what we think of it.  We would be voting on something we are pretty unaware of.

Courier – I agree. Is there more info that can be passed on by executive board?  Things like rape statistics may still have importance on the MC campus.  I would like more info.

Luis – What if I draw up presentation as to where they are what schools involved and what issues brought up at last meeting, what expenditures would be used, pros/cons comparisons…?
Courier – I would like to see any info – website, something.  I think we should postpone the vote until we have more info.
Luis – Do we want to date the presentation? I already have the mission statement, constitution, website, pros/cons to things we already do on campus and things that do not pertain to our own interest, expenditures, past decisions, agendas
